Our Mission

Newark Area Welfare Committee (NAWC) is an all-volunteer
organization and in cooperation with community partners, is
committed to helping Newark-area families-in-crisis regain balance
by providing them the necessities of life.

NAWC envisions a community where no one goes without food,
shelter, heat and the other essentials of life.

We are committed to being a trusted resource that establishes and
supports diverse programs to provide services to our neighbors in
crisis. To meet this challenge, we strive to extend our reach and
effectiveness through new initiatives.

COVID-19 Response

NAWC established a COVID Relief Fund in early 2020 to help provide
support to Newark-area individuals, children and families who were
disproportionately impacted by COVID-19 and the economic
consequences of this outbreak. NAWC COVID-19 funding helped
offset temporary housing costs for those displaced from their homes,
bought groceries, and provided rent and utility assistance.
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You made this possible in 2020.........
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NAWC named one of the "20 people and groups in Newark who
made 2020 a little less terrible" by the Newark Post.

Together with a $10,000 gift from the Newark New Century Club, a
$10,000 grant from the ACME Foundation and $5,500 from the
Handloff Family and National 5 & 10, your support raised more
than $37,000 and helped almost 500 families buy food this
Christmas.

More than $10,000 of school lunch debt was paid off at several
Christina District Schools.

We provided more than $38,000 in Emergency Assistance funding to
71 families in need.

The Food Cupboard distributed more than $11,000 in food to 131
families.

We purchased 135 pairs of shoes, valued at $4,200, for 90 children
and 45 adults.

NAWC funded $31,000 in Special Projects including support to Meals
on Wheels and the Newark Police Athletic League.

More than $1,000 was spent to fund care closets and purchase
school supplies for several schools in the Christina School District.
